Travel broadens and matures
searching minds. In 1968, our
Fourth Year traveled through the
heartland of Europe.

Berlin—politically and
militarily a divided city—was a
sobering experience for these
students. Aboard our own college
coach, they visited the hated
“Wall"; crossed Checkpoint Charlie
into East Berlin; viewed the
remaining ruins of W.W. II; and
toured the impressive Russian War
Memorial. They saw first-hand a
prosperous, ever-expanding,
industrial Western Europe and
the depressing, yet developing,
Communist East Germany. They
visited centres that in the next few
years will make world headlines.
